Notrump Slam Bidding by Richard Pavlicek

This lesson pertains to two related areas: slam bidding in notrump (6 NT or 7 NT), and investigating a suit slam after your side has already
bid notrump. It is essential to have a firm understanding of the available tools. You should be familiar with the point-count requirements of
33-36 points to bid a slam (any six-bid) or 37+ points to bid a grand slam.

Quantitative Bidding

An important aspect of bidding is the quantitative nature of notrump bids once your partner has already bid notrump (as a natural bid) and
no major suit is agreed. These bids are summarized below:

Quantitative Notrump Bids
2NT | Invitational to game
3NT | Sign-off

4 NT | Invitational to slam
5NT | Forcing to slam
6 NT | Sign-off

The point-count system is very accurate when balanced hands are concerned. This can simplify the bidding of many strong hands:

The bidding may not be elegant, but there is no better auction. Opener shows 24-26 HCP and responder adds his own 8 HCP to determine
that 33 HCP are held. The only thing easier than the bidding is the play.

It is interesting to note that if you replace the # J with the two, reducing the total to 32 HCP (without a 5-card suit), the slam then becomes
inferior — you would need a 3-3 spade break which is only a 36% chance. A similar case exists if you replace the < J or the % J with a low
card of the same suit.

Natural 4 NT Bid

Many players are brainwashed by Blackwood — whenever they hear 4 NT they answer aces — because they learned bridge by copying
the bad habits of others. Unfortunately, the natural (quantitative) 4 NT bid is crucial to accurate bidding. If you belong to the “Blackwood
camp” | suggest you repeat 100 times:

4 NT is not always Blackwood.

Even experts do not exactly agree when 4 NT should be natural. Here is the rule | use, based on 36 years of bridge playing:

4 NT is natural if your side has made a natural notrump bid and no major suit is agreed.

Conversely, 4 NT is Blackwood if your side has never bid notrump naturally, or if a major suit is
agreed. Exception: An overcall of 4 NT after an enemy bid is a special case (it is for takeout).

4 NT Discouraging

In examples 2-4, the natural 4 NT bid was made by the partner of the original notrump bidder; hence it was a slam invitation. A different
meaning should be apparent from the other side of the table:

If the original notrump bidder retreats to 4 NT, it discourages slam (assuming no major raise).

Responder first uses Stayman and then bids 4 < (natural) to try for slam. Opener’s bid of 4 NT suggests minimum values and no club fit.
If opener wished to encourage slam, he could bid an unbid suit (a control-bid), 5 NT (pick a slam) or 6 «f.

Opener's heavy values in the major suits make slam unlikely so he discourages with 4 NT. Note the importance of being able to stop in
4 NT rather than 5 #.

Forcing 5 NT Bid

The classic meaning of a 5 NT response to a notrump opening bid is to invite a grand slam. Opener is supposed to bid 6 NT if minimum, or
7 NT if maximum. Since | can’t remember the last time | used this bid, I will not waste your time with an example. (If you get these hands a
lot, | recommend you play money bridge for big bucks.)

A far more practical use of 5 NT occurs when both notrump and a suit have been bid:

5 NT “Pick a Slam”
5 NT is forcing and asks partner to pick a slam, provided your side has bid notrump, at least one real suit has been shown,
and no major suit is agreed.

After transferring to his five-card major, responder next bids 5 NT (forcing) to ask opener to choose between 6 % and 6 NT. Opener lacks
heart support so he bids the slam in notrump.

The Gerber Convention

In situations where 4 NT would be natural it may be possible to ask for aces with the Gerber 4 #& bid. The following rule dictates when
4+ is Gerber.

If partner has bid notrump as a natural bid, a jump bid of 4 & is Gerber to ask for aces.

Important: The Gerber bid must be a jump. Hence, on some auctions there is no ace-asking bid
available.

Asking for Kings
If the Gerber bidder continues to 5 # at his next turn, it guarantees that all the aces are held and that a grand slam is possible. This asks
for kings in the same manner that 4 « asked for aces, except the bidding is one level higher. (Note that 4 NT by Gerber bidder is always a

sign-off in notrump.) Over 5 o the Gerber responder is allowed to bid a grand slam directly with an exceptional hand instead of answering
how many kings.

1 Never, but never forget you are playing with a partner. It pays to consider what things may look like from partner’s
point of view, particularly when you are privy to information that partner isn't.

You cannot defend properly unless you remember the bidding.

You cannot defend properly unless you know what system the opponents are playing.
You cannot defend properly unless you watch the cards, particularly the little fellows.
You cannot defend properly unless you count.

You cannot expect your partner to defend properly if you make faces or show other signs of disapproval.

Successful partnerships have lots of agreements for both bidding and defending. Here's a dozen suggestions for Defensive Agreements: notice
they are not “conventions” and so are not alerted. You may not agree with all these suggestions; the important thing is to have your own set
and follow them. Yours will be a better partnership for doing it.

1. Leading Aces in We won't lead away from a side-suit Ace. Period. We will lead it or lead another suit. We will lead an Ace

a Suit contract with AK(x) or with good reason to think declarer or dummy will be short in the suit. E.G. We have Ace -
sixth.
2. Leading Trump We won't shy away from leading trump, and will actively lead it when dummy might ruff declarer’s

losers. Trump is the suit least likely to be a “bad lead” for us.

3. Making Bad Breaking a new suit is our worst error on defense. We will go to great lengths not to lead new or unbid
Leads suits.

4. Trump Echo We play high-low from 3 trumps and low-high from two, enabling partner to get a count on declarer's
shape - - not because we expect to get a ruff. (It doesn’t matter that we tell declarer who has the
3rdtrump).

5. Giving Count We give — and expect — count signals only when it can clearly help us take a trick, not when it helps

declarer take an extra trick. Otherwise we give false count.

6. Grabbing Tricks We are patient on defense when declarer will have to eventually play to our strength; we won't lay down
Aces to collect declarer’s deuces.

7. Leading We lead partner’s bid suit unless there’s clearly a better alternative, such as leading trump. With honor
Partner’s Bid doubleton, we lead the honor. With 3 to an honor, we lead low. Without an honor, we lead 2" highest, and
Suit give count on the 2" round if appropriate.

8. Returning We (remember and) return partner’s leads, unless there’s a clearly better lead, such as trump. Especially,
Partner’s we won't mastermind by leading a new suit, unless leading from something totally safe, like King
Leads from IKQJ.

9. Signals We understand and consistently use our agreed signaling system for count, attitude and suit

preference. We mislead declarer with wrong signals whenever possible. We will use upside down attitude
only
10. Passive vs. We are passive on defense unless there’s a clear reason to be active. This means we wait for the declarer
Active Defense to come to use far more than we attack her. Passive defense is the best choice most of the time.
Style
11. Behavior We don't talk about our defense or declarer’s play while at the table, whether we think it was good or bad.

We don’t congratulate our partner on her “good defense” when it was declarer’s bad play that beat her.
